Immediate Response Night Space for young people 

Ngurra Buru,  meaning Night Space
in the local Yawuru language,
opened on 2 May 2024 to provide
shelter ,  food and support to
young people who are wandering
the streets at night,  who come
into contact with the Pol ice or are
identif ied by other service
providers who have nowhere safe
to go at that point in t ime.

This is  a Department of Justice
init iat ive in partnership with West
Kimberley Futures -Empowered
Communit ies (EC-West)  and -  Kul larr i
Regional Communit ies Indigenous
Corporation (KRCIC)  and f i l ls  a gap
in service del ivery.  Ngurra Buru is  a
trauma-informed, cultural ly safe
space for these young people.  It
operates from 10pm to 5am
Thursday to Sunday with day-t ime
fol low-up support offered from
Friday to Tuesday. We would l ike to
acknowledge the fantastic work
undertaken by the design
committee in the development of
this in it iat ive.

Amongst some great competit ion,  the
Under 12 team from Derby took out the win in their
age div is ion.  A second competit ion held in Broome,
which saw 85 young people partic ipate,  was again
taken out by the Under 12 team from Derby. 

HAD took 35 partic ipants to the annual
Easter Basketbal l  Carnival  at One Arm
Point.  Despite being an adult competit ion,
the Under 16 's part ic ipated and showed
off their  sk i l ls  with the team winning 2
games,  drawing 2 games and losing 2
games.  The talent demonstrated by the
boys was talked about by the community
and they were able to gain some valuable
experience playing against adult teams.
An amazing achievement by al l
part ic ipants and staff involved. HAD
provides its part ic ipants with an
opportunity to develop their  leadership
ski l ls ,  confidence and posit ive peer
relationships,  whi lst  working towards
improvements in their  mental health and
wel lbeing in an encouraging environment.
