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FACT SHEET  

Proof of identity requirements for applicants for an  
electrical licence or gasfitting permit  

 

Licensing Services maintains a register of licensed electrical and gas operatives and ensures that the information is accurate and 
confidential, protecting operatives against the possible fraudulent use of their name. This fact sheet explains the requirements for 
an applicant to prove his or her identity.  
 

APPLICANTS MUST PROVE THEIR IDENTITY BY PRESENTING AS MANY DOCUMENTS 
FROM THE FOLLOWING LISTS SO AS TO SCORE A MINIMUM OF 100 POINTS.  
 
AT LEAST ONE DOCUMENT PROVIDED MUST SHOW THE SIGNATURE OF THE 
APPLICANT. 
 
CREDIT CARDS, DEBIT CARDS OR BANK STATEMENTS CANNOT BE ACCEPTED FOR PROOF OF IDENTIFICATION. 

 
Must include the Name of the signatory verified from one of the following: 70 POINTS 

 Birth certificate (not an extract)  

 Australian Citizenship certificate  

 International travel document / Current passport 

 Expired passport which has not been cancelled and was current within the preceding 2 years
