Public Sector Commission

Western Australian Public Sector Workforce Report (September 2008)
In 2007/08, the Department of the Premier and Cabinet {DPC) introduced a new information system to improve workforce reporting on the Western Australian public sector. The Public Sector Commission will continue this process.
This report provides information on:
1. full time equivalent {FTE) employees in WA public sector agencies1; and
2. the number of employees {Head count) that are employed in WA public sector agencies2.
Workforce information is reported by public sector agencies each quarter.
To ensure that FTE across agencies is calculated using a standard approach, some methodological changes from previous years were necessary. These changes resulted in a 'break-in-series' of quarterly workforce reports between June 2007 and June 2008. As a result of these changes, workforce data from June 2008 may not be directly comparable to previous workforce reports.
