1. CLAIMANT
Full name and address of the claimant.  A separate notice to each claimant is required.

2. DESCRIPTION OF LAND
Lot and Diagram/Plan number or Location name to be stated.
Extent – Whole, part of balance of the land comprised in the Certificate of Title/Crown Land Title to be stated.  The Certificate of Title/Crown Land Title Volume and Folio number to be stated.

3. INTEREST
State the nature of the interest in respect of which compensation is claimed.

4. REASONS
State reasons why the claimant’s title is disputed.

5. ATTESTATION
To be signed by the Acquiring Authority.

6. APPLICATION TO SUPREME COURT
7. A claimant may, on being served with a notice disputing his or her title to the whole or any part of the interest in land, after giving 8 days’ notice in writing to the acquiring authority, apply to a Judge of the Supreme Court for an order:

8. for a trial of any issues of fact the finding of which will be necessary to determine the question of title; and


9. that any question of law arising from the dispute as to his or her title to the interest may be set down for argument in order to obtain the opinion of the Court.

10. In a trial or argument under this section, the claimant may not, without the acquiring authority’s consent, adduce any deed or document in evidence of title which was not furnished with the claim or the further particulars, or included in the abstract accompanying the claim or particulars.
