GRANT ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA
The following criteria must be met by applicants of the Farm Forestry Assist Program. 
1. Grant
a. The Forest Products Commission (FPC) will provide successful applicants with up to 66,650radiata pine (Pinus radiata) seedlings (equivalent to 50 hectares of planting) at no cost to the applicant.
2. Planting location 

a. The planting area must be within 200 kms of the Dardanup processing plant and have greater than 600mm of annual rainfall.
3. Planting scale  

a. Planting must be a minimum 20 hectares in size. 

b. Only one Farm Forestry Assist grant is available to any person, partnership or other entity in any single year.
c. The Farm Forestry Assist grant is only available to a maximum of 50 hectares for any person, partnership or other entity in any single year.


4. Site selection 

a. Soils in the planting location must be free draining to minimum of 2.5 metres deep and not saline. 

b. Plantings must have access for heavy machinery and trucks to facilitate harvesting in the future.

5. Plantation management

a. Plantations must be established in accordance with the Establishment Checklist developed in consultation with the FPC.  
b. The plantation must be managed in accordance with the Code of Practice for Timber Plantation in Western Australia.

c. The landowner must maintain fire protection and firebreaks that are consistent with local government requirements.

d. The FPC has no ongoing obligations in relation to the management of FFA plantations resourced by the Farm Forestry Assist Program.

e. Supply of pine seedlings in any planting year will be subject to availability from the FPC.

6. Ownership

a. Immediately following establishment, the trees become the unencumbered property of the landowner. The owner may enter into any arrangements they see fit for the future management and marketing of the tree crop. The FPC has no claim on any resource established under the Farm Forestry Assist Program.

7. Eligibility

a. The FPC reserves the right to alter any eligibility criteria for the Farm Forestry Assist Program  as required. The awarding of grants under the Farm Forestry Assist Program  will be at the absolute discretion of the General Manager of the FPC.
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
