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DMIRS Occupational Licensing Performance Report 

The Department of Mines, Industry Regulation and Safety (DMIRS) administers more than 100 diverse and complex 
licence types. These cover the majority of Western Australia’s occupational licensing and include building, painting, 
plumbing, electrical, gas, WorkSafe, motor vehicles, property industries and other Consumer Protection licensing. 
These licences all involve a large number of differing legislative, assessment and administrative requirements.

In 2022, DMIRS received more than 95,000 occupational licence applications and this report provides a snapshot of 
performance between October 2022 and December 2022.  

DMIRS aims to complete at least 80 per cent of applications within their relevant target timeline. Key results between 
the September 2022 and December 2022 reports: 

•	 Property industry licensing has improved from an average of 10 days to 7 days with 94 per cent completed within 
the 10 day target (up from 82 per cent).

•	 Plumbing licensing has improved from an average of 18 days to 14 days with 66 per cent completed within the  
10 day target (up from 31 per cent).

•	 Gas licensing has improved from an average of 21 days to 13 days with 67 per cent completed within the 10 day 
target (up from 40 per cent).

•	 Motor vehicle industry licensing has improved from an average of 17 days to 9 days, with 83 per cent completed 
within the 10 day target (up from 41 per cent).

High Risk Work Licence performance continues to remain well below target given the significant high demand for these 
licences. This is currently subject to an intensive remediation effort to reduce processing times. 

DMIRS has now delivered an online application option for the building, electrical, painting, plumbing and gas industries. 
Other industries will be launched in February and March 2023.
